Millers unaltered indoor 110 key organ in the USA

‘The organ was imported into England by Chiappa 11d. of London soon afier (918 and was fitted in 1921/2 into a set
of steam driven Gallopers built in 1897 by Savages's of Kings Lynn owned by Tom Smith, a showman of Shorcham-
by-Sea, West Sussex

101930 the organ was badly damaged in an accident on Scase’s Hil in Hoywards Heath and was rebuit by Chiappa
L

Tom Smith died. in 1946 and in 1957 the Smith family sold the ride. In 198 the ride was modemised and the organ
fet at Sutton Pak, Sutton Coldield, the famous graveyard of fairground cquipment where, only covered with a
tarpaulin and standing in the open, the organ became derclic:.

Tn 1960 the organ, its truck and music werc bought by the Millward Bros. of Halesowen to save it from destuction
as the Sutton Park site was being cloared. They had the organ inspected by Mr. Chiappa who pronounced it 100 far
‘gone for commercial restoration.

65 the organ was purchased by Dennis Chappell of Somerset who set abot the restoration

This enormous undertaking took many hours of spare time and dedication. It made ts official comeback in 1986.
‘When the organ was purchased by the present owners in 1990, Dennis pointed out that he had intended to it more
pipes. These have now becn made and fitted and the organ has been placed in a new triler.

‘Some books survive from Tom Smiths awnership including BYE. BYE BLACKBIRD which bears the inscription
MISS R SMITH, OLD SHOREHAM ROAD, SHOREHAM BY SEA.
