· All exhibitors must be aware of all the regulations currently being enforced by DEFRA
· All Bio Security restrictions must be adhered to

· The Society reserve the right to refuse entry to any exhibitor who does not comply with any of the Regulations laid out 

· All cattle must be led by halter; exhibitors must display the number given to the animal

· All exhibits are shown at the owner’s own risk and no responsibility will be held by the Society for any damage or injury caused to owners, exhibitor, handlers, stewards, animals or members of the public

· The Society reserves the right to cancel, amalgamate or split any class in the event of insufficient entries 

· The judge’s decision will be final

· Exhibitors are responsible for keeping their animals under control at all times

· The Society will not accept responsibility for any injury, loss or damage to any persons, animal or property

· Prize money will be available for collection from 3pm onwards on show day only, any money not collected will be returned to the Show Treasurer and will not be forwarded to the winning exhibitors
